CHARITY COMPUTER DONATION GIVES NEWPATH

The donation of a computer to the charity, Coventry Homes, will have an enourmous effect on up to 40 people with learning disabilities providing for them new work skills, training and fun.

When the previous 40-strong Regional IT Association (RITA) agreed to be part of the West Midlands IT Association (WMita), the RITA board set aside the membership funds left over after merger costs were absorbed. 

Now, thanks to kind hearted members from the Coventry, Solihull and Warwickshire branch of WMita, that money is being put to good use to purchase a computer which has been donated to the Newpath initiative, a subsidiary of the Coventry Homes charity.

Coventry Homes’ Director Gary Bye said: “This computer is great news for the Packaging business we run within Newpath at Walsgrave Road in the city.  Not only will it help make our business more efficient and responsive but it will enable our people to learn valuable keyboard and computer skills.  During work breaks the computer will also provide our people with a valuable resource for fun and discovery.”  

Chairman of the CSW Branch of WMita, Fred Noble said: “You only have to watch the Newpath people getting stuck in on the computer to realise the value this modest donation brings.
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“We are delighted our members agreed to support Coventry Homes, which is Coventry’s largest charity providing domiciliary support, respite care and day services to people with learning disabilities,” explained Mr Noble.
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Coventry Homes was formed by a group of parents and concerned professionals in 1973.  It started by providing somewhere for people with a learning disability to stay for a few hours while parents and carers had a short break.  Today it supports over 80 people to live their own lives.
